If you haven’t got one of these forms of 
ID then you can apply for a free Voter 
Authority Certificate (VAC) online at 
voter-authority-certificate.service.
gov.uk or by completing a paper form.  

Local elections will be taking 
place in Coventry on Thursday 
4 May 2023 and to vote at the 
polling station, you’ll need to 
show a form of photographic ID.

Accepted forms of ID include:

	 a UK, European Economic 
Area (EEA) or Commonwealth 
passport

	 a UK, EEA or Commonwealth 
driver’s licence

	 Identity cards with a PASS  
Mark

	 A biometric immigration 
document

	 A blue badge

	 An older person’s bus pass

	 A disabled person’s bus pass
